IS THERE A CURFEW? On Monday, 3/16/2020, Governor Phil Murphy discouraged all non-essential
travel between the hours of 8 pm and 5am.
This does not apply to the operating hours of restaurants, grocery stores, and other essential

businesses, which can remain open during their normal operating hours.
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CAN RESTAURANTS SERVE PEOPLE INSIDE? No, restaurants are limited to take-out, delivery, or drive-
through services.
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WHAT BUSINESSES ARE CONSIDERED ESSENTIAL?

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WILL THERE BE WIDESPREAD TESTING? The City of Paterson, in conjunction with
Passaic County, 1s exploring options to implement mobile testing. Until then,
if you exhibit symptoms such as fever, cough, and shortness of breath, call
your physician or telemedicine. If you do not have a doctor, call an urgent

care center first, keeping hospital emergency rooms as a last resort.
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Breakfast and lunch is being provid from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. There will be two

food distribution sites in each of the City of Paterson’s six wards. Students



and parents should go to the distribution location closest to their

residence.

Yes, there are to be no congregational services at houses of worship
Playgrounds and fields are closed; no group gatherings at parks but biking,
walking, running, and enjoying parks while practicing safe social distancing

is allowed.
