 Photographs – Share a photo or photos that tell us about your COVID-19 experience. Please be 

 sure to include a short caption telling us a bit about what is in the photo. Please keep the size of 

 each photograph to 25 MB or smaller. 

 

 Videos – Tell us what you are experiencing with your own voice by sharing a video of you or 

 your family at work or play during the pandemic. Don’t forget to include a short caption to let 

 us know what your video includes. Videos should not be longer than five minutes and should 

 not exceed a 25 MB file size.  

 

We request that all contributors 

include their first and last name, age, occupation, and ward/neighborhood. Please let us know if you 

would like this information to remain private/internal or if you would like your details to be listed 

online with your contribution.
